There will be many rumors out there that
people will hear and pass along, but please do not jump to conclusions
and wait until you hear officially from the leadership of our Family.
May God bless us all in this new time of transformation. Pray that the
Holy Spirit will guide us all so that we can continue to build a vibrant,
faith-filled church community to face the challenges of the future.
