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SIGNIFICANCE OF BAPTISM

On a Feast such as this we start to ask, why is Baptism so
important for us as Catholics?

Baptism is the first and foundational sacrament of our faith.

We're claimed as children of God.

We're joined to Christ and share in His life.

We become part of the Church, the Body of Christ.

Each time we dip
our fingers in holy water and make the Sign of the Cross, we're
reconnecting with our baptismal calling and asking God to guide
us as we go forward.
