GETTING READY FOR LENT

Lent is a 40-day season of preparation for Easter — a time to slow
down, refocus, and grow closer to God.

‘-

Pray: Spend a few extra minutes with God each day. Read the Gospel,
pray the Rosary, attend an extra Mass, or simply talk to God
during your day.

Fast: Fasting is about how much we eat. On Ash Wednesday and
Good Friday, Catholics ages 18-59 have one full meal and two smaller meals (no snacks). Fasting
helps us grow in self-discipline and rely more on God than on comforts. Those who areill,
pregnant, elderly, or have health concerns are not required to fast.

Abstinence: Abstinence is about what we eat. Catholics 14 and older abstain from meat on Fridays
of Lent (and Ash Wednesday), uniting us in remembering Christ's sacrifice.

Give: Put love into action by donating, serving, or reaching out to someone in need.

Lent isn't about perfection — it's about taking small, meaningful steps toward God to prepare for Easter.
